CONTROL 2006 – Top Trade Fair with Top Themes from 
9 through 12 May 2006

CONTROL will excel at its 20th anniversary with growth across the board.

Frickenhausen, 5 September 2005 – Lasting success of the CONTROL international trade fair for quality assurance will continue uninterruptedly in the year 2006 as well. This is the result of this summer’s exhibitor registration boom which is finding no end, and which has, in the meantime, mushroomed into a preliminary figure of 600 exhibiting companies. As opposed to trends in other industries whose marketing activities are still being hampered by continuing unsatisfactory economic developments in Germany and other European industrial nations, manufacturers and suppliers of quality assurance components, systems and services are consistently banking on CONTROL 2006 as a driving economic force. According to Gitta Schlaak, long-time CONTROL project manager, more than 90% of all exhibitors who participated at last year’s event have already registered and are demanding additional booth floor space as well, so that all 6 pavilions of the Sinsheim Exhibition Centre are practically sold out, and lightweight pavilion 7 will once again be set up additionally. The trend towards increased booth floor space cannot be explained solely by the desire for more adequate company presentations, but rather also by the fact that more and more exhibitors are taking advantage of CONTROL as a leading trade fair for initial introduction of their innovations and firsts, because precisely the right target group is on hand at the world’s largest event of its kind.

The Trend Towards Further Internationalisation

Participation on the part of foreign exhibitors is especially encouraging (at the moment more than 100), with particularly strong increases in the number of manufacturers and suppliers from China, Taiwan, Japan and Korea, as well as India and Brazil. Apparently, these industrial nations (except for Japan and Taiwan), who are pushing their way up into the major leagues, are making the transition from importing to exporting countries more quickly than expected, in particular where capital goods are concerned, and will correspondingly present themselves at the 20th CONTROL as serious players in the global business arena. This development is entirely logical because, on the one hand, the customers want top quality products regardless of how, where or at which costs they have been produced and, on the other hand, companies in the low-wage countries are coming to realise that quality is becoming an increasingly important factor where economy, as well as competition and success are concerned. Corresponding investments are being made in a great variety of quality assurance measures, and domestic as well as foreign products and 

services, which are comprehensively exhibited at the 20th CONTROL, will thus logically be presented with solid opportunities in accordance with prevailing demand.

Accompanying Program

The spectrum of offerings and topics presented by CONTROL covers all of the market’s requirements in the form of a specific and entirely “polytechnical” event. An ideal mix of information based upon theory and actual practice results in well founded approaches to concrete solutions, and above all the various seminars provide a great deal more than just appropriate suggestions. For this reason, the DGQ and the TQU will once again promote an interesting series of presentations at CONTROL 2006 which, amongst other forward-looking topics, will cover, for example, PPAP First Article Test Reports, Supplier Quality Management, The Methods Toolbox – Supplier Assessment / Criteria for Supplier Evaluation and QA as Part of Lean Manufacturing. The seminars will take place each day in the morning and in the afternoon, allowing expert visitors to plan for their information gathering activities in an ideal fashion.
