In order to be able to more or less satisfy the exhibitors’ ever growing demands, lightweight pavilion 7 will be set up once again in 2006, providing an additional 34,000 square feet of exhibition floor space.

Supplementary Program

The 20th CONTROL will not only present the world’s largest and most comprehensive QA offerings, it will offer a convention and seminar program as well, the likes of which the experts have not had the opportunity to witness in the last 20 years. Here the titles of just a few presentations on subjects such as Poka Yoke – zero error strategy for the manufacturing process; lean management – concentrating on value creation; PPAP and PPF – approval processes and successful first article sampling; supplier evaluation for a future oriented partnership; legal security in liability cases – data which can be submitted to a court of law, and more. A career day will be offered as well, which was held last year for the first time with great success, by means of which experienced as well as young qualified personnel will be presented with additional job hunting opportunities. The information portfolio will be rounded out with the time tested, highly popular CONTROL forum. The 20th CONTROL will be more than ready for its birthday celebration with this program, and the numerous expert visitors expected to attend from both inside and outside of Germany will certainly get their money’s worth.
