The accompanying technical events promoted by the DGQ and the TQU, as well as the CONTROL forum, were very well visited once again this year, and did more than just round out the trade fair’s information offerings. Just how highly esteemed the trade fair is as part of the exhibitors’ marketing mix is illustrated by the fact that international expert visitors at CONTROL 2007 were presented with numerous new products which were introduced as worldwide and European premieres.

The special show entitled “Contactless Measuring Technology” was also very well received, which was organised by the Fraunhofer Vision Alliance and strongly supported by P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. The clearly focussed exhibition programme with an emphasis on measuring technology, materials testing, analysis equipment, sensor technology and optoelectronics, QA systems, image processing and process organisation has always been, and remains, the cornerstone of CONTROL’s success. As is generally known, the event will be held at the new Stuttgart Exhibition Centre as of the year 2008, and will present the topic of quality assurance in an even more comprehensive fashion as a leading trade fair.
