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CONTROL: Trade Fair with a Worldwide Reputation

CONTROL received top ratings from all involved parties. Visitor quality at the international trade fair for quality assurance was very good, and the investment outlook was optimistic. A unique presentation and innovative new products were highly convincing for expert visitors from all over the world.

The exhibitors were entirely satisfied with the way things went at the 20th CONTROL which took place at the Sinsheim Exhibition Centre from the 9th through the 12th of May, 2006. It’s reputation as the number 1 technical trade fair for quality assurance has spread throughout the entire world, and 22,079 expert visitors came from all over the globe to the 20th anniversary event, and to the simultaneously promoted MICROSYS trade fair for microsystems technology and ultra-precision manufacturing. With more than 800 exhibiting companies from 26 countries (CONTROL), visitors were able to gather information regarding just how fast and accurate measuring instruments have to be in order for manufacturing firms to secure a competitive advantage.

CONTROL is the leading trade fair because the expert visitors, approximately 40% of whom attended the event for the first time, were distinguished by their outstanding professional competence and practical orientation. Many travelled from afar, for example from China, Brazil, India and Japan. 44% of all surveyed visitors indicated that that they were responsible for production control and quality control, and 55% were interested in new products and further developments. And the innovative offerings of the exhibitors were oriented accordingly. Visitor interest demonstrated at the booths was significantly higher that at last year’s event which is also an indicator of good quality, because 20% of the surveyed visitors indicated that they play a decisive role, and 60% indicated that they have an advisory or support function in the purchasing and procurement decision making processes.

Nearly twice as many seminar participants (95) as last year make it plainly apparent that the topic of this year’s seminar series presented by the German Society for Quality Assurance (DGQ) and the TQU “House of Quality” scored a bull’s eye. And 995 visitors (170 more than last year) attended the highly practical presentations held by the exhibitors at the forum.

Tribute Paid to Anniversary Exhibitors

This year’s CONTROL was characterised by the event’s 20th anniversary celebration. Six exhibitors who have participated every year right from the start were presented with certificates by Paul and Bettina Schall. Paul Eberhard Schall, managing shareholder of P.E. Schall GmbH, is proud of CONTROL’s global significance and “his” exhibitors. “CONTROL would never have developed as it has without the pioneering work carried out by our exhibitors in cooperation with ourselves.”

The 3rd MICROSYS took place concurrent to the 20th CONTROL. The presentation of R&D and production technologies, as well as micro-technology components and assemblies, provided for synergies amongst the two trade fairs.

The 21st CONTROL will take place at the Sinsheim Exhibition Centre from the 8th through the 11th of May, 2007.
