184 exhibitors come from foreign countries near and far, and thus substantiate the great importance of CONTROL as an industry platform, and above all a customer-information platform by their (in many cases repeat) participation. Special attention is due to the special show entitled “Contactless Measuring Technology” which will be held for the fourth time, and the first edition of the innovative event forum, “Understanding and Experiencing Technology”, which will place an emphasis on computer tomography and multi-sensor metrology (the former will be organised in cooperation with the Fraunhofer-Allianz Vision and the exhibitor advisory board, and the latter by the Fraunhofer Institute for Production Technology and Automation IPA). Finally, the Saarland, Thüringen and France will participate with a communal booth, providing smaller companies with the opportunity of presenting themselves to a large, international group of expert visitors.
