Press Release from P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG 
regarding: 24th CONTROL International Trade Fair for Quality Assurance
Looking Ahead – CONTROL 2010
After the 23rd CONTROL was able to more than just assert itself with surprisingly good results for the exhibitors and the promoter in the spring of 2009, all involved parties are looking forward to CONTROL 2010 (4 through 7 May 2010) with even more confidence. This is made apparent by the fact that, for example, more than 80% of the “return exhibitors” have already decided to participate at the 24th CONTROL international trade fair for quality assurance and made firm bookings. And thus the exhibitors are explicitly documenting their believe in the “self-healing powers” of the market and their own strength, and are consistently looking ahead by participating at the trade fair.
900 Exhibitors draw a positive balance
A leading world trade fair and internationally recognised industry platform, CONTROL plays a key role in this respect. It’s already becoming apparent that a genuine fireworks display of innovations will be set off at the next CONTROL, and that numerous world’s firsts will be presented. According to longstanding CONTROL project manager Gitta Schlaak, forecasts predicted on the basis of a exhibitor survey conducted at CONTROL 2009, indicating that 98% of the exhibitors intended to return for CONTROL 2010, have thus been confirmed. And this is no accident, because all of the customers and users who buy products which place amongst the top third of the quality rankings have proven their loyalty during the weakest economic phase we’ve been through in a long time, and are providing for reasonable sales figures in some areas.
New Products and Innovations at All QA Levels 
For manufacturers and their suppliers, this represents an incentive as well as a duty, which makes it essential for them to continue investing in lasting quality assurance. And thus expanded, and even entirely new business opportunities will open up for exhibitors at CONTROL 2010 at all QA levels as a result of new products and system solutions. Beyond this, trade fair promoters P. E. Schall GmbH & Co. KG, as well as time tested and new collaboration partners, will contribute to the fact that the 24th CONTROL will push the gate open even further to a new upswing – for example with theme parks covering topics such as research and training as well as microsystems technology, the application park and the “Contactless Measuring Technology” special show which will be held for the sixth time. The Fraunhofer Vision Alliance will assume responsibility as conceptual sponsor and coordinator of the special show, whose objective is to explicitly point out the opportunities provided by contactless measuring technology, and thus to increase its acceptance. Especially in light of the fact that optical measurements are faster, and can be executed reliably even in critical production environments, thus reducing throughput times and increasing efficiency.

The Schall Group of Companies 
The Schall group organises a total of 26 national and international exhibitions at its own, and at external venues both inside and outside of Germany. Six of these are public exhibitions, for example “Faszination Modellbau”. The other 20 events are technical trade fairs which cover important industry sectors. Motek (handling technology), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are worldwide, leading technical trade fairs. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered the number two events in their respective industries, and Control (quality assurance) is considered number one around the globe. At the events which take place in Germany, 12 to 20% of the visitors come from foreign countries. Alone in Stuttgart, Schall’s Motek, Control and Blechexpo trade fairs occupied at total of more than 1,900,000 square feet of floor space in 2007 (this corresponds to 19 fully occupied pavilions) thus making a considerable contribution to utilisation of the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre. On the twelve days during which these events were held, representatives from roughly 3000 exhibiting companies, as well as approximately 80,000 visitors came to Stuttgart – a significant push for the local economy, service providers, hotels and restaurants. In the meantime, the trade fair concepts for Motek and Control have also been adopted in France, Italy, Austria, Sweden, China and India. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
