CONTROL 2010 – the Industry is Lining Up!

92% of CONTROL’s participants from the year 2009 have already registered for the next event; the IPA Fraunhofer Institute and the Fraunhofer Vision Alliance will once again promote the event forum, as well as the special show for “Contactless Measuring Technology”; the “Baden-Württemberg Award for Competence in Innovation and Quality” initiative will be featured again as well ...

What appeared on the horizon as a small ray of hope in recent months has become a reality during the summer break: The vast majority of this year’s exhibitors, as well as numerous newcomers, will definitely participate at the 24th Control which will take place at the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre from the 4th through the 7th of May, 2010. Against the backdrop of a slowly recovering economy, which nevertheless will not demonstrate significant improvement until the third and fourth quarters of 2009, exhibitor booking results for CONTROL 2010 can certainly be deemed a sensation!

At the same time, private trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall and longstanding CONTROL project manager Gitta Schlaak have successfully concluded negotiations with their esteemed partners, namely the IPA Fraunhofer Institute and the Fraunhofer Vision Alliance, who will thus not only serve as conceptual sponsors, but rather as highly active participants as well. Amongst other things, this will assure that the latest developments will be presented at a special show, in particular in the field of image processing. The event forum held by the IPA Fraunhofer Institute deserves special attention in advance as well, which will address the issues associated with “Energy Efficiency in Production” at CONTROL 2010. And thus the event forum will provide an up-to-date, user-oriented framework for the new initiative launched by trade fair promoter Paul E. Schall, namely “Understanding and Experiencing Technology”.

For the most part, target groups include industrial end users, researchers, developers and manufactures of sensor technology. The event forum consists primarily of two modules, i.e. a “Practical Presentation Forum” and an “Empirical Special Show”, and will be held on more than 1700 square feet of floor space. The trade fair team headed up by Paul E. Schall and Gitta Schlaak is currently negotiating with further, highly capable, potential partners in order to be able to sustain the appeal of the CONTROL international trade fair for quality assurance in the future as well, and to further assert its status as the world’s leading event.

Within this context, Gitta Schlaak has emphasised that the number of exhibitors from outside of Germany has once again increased, this time thanks to companies from England and China. And this is all the more reason to sit up and take notice, because it’s a well known fact that the English economy is going through a severe crisis, whereas China is emerging to an ever greater extent as a robust engine for the world economy, and thus as a powerful locomotive for the next upswing.

The Schall Group of Companies

The Schall group organises a total of 26 national and international exhibitions at its own, and at external venues both inside and outside of Germany. Six of these are public exhibitions, for example “Faszination Modellbau”. The other 20 events are technical trade fairs which cover important industry sectors. Motek (handling technology), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are worldwide, leading technical trade fairs. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered the number two events in their respective industries, and Control (quality assurance) is considered number one around the globe. At the events which take place in Germany, 12 to 20% of the visitors come from foreign countries. Alone in Stuttgart, Schall’s Motek, Control and Blechexpo trade fairs occupied at total of more than 1,900,000 square feet of floor space in 2007 (this corresponds to 19 fully occupied pavilions) thus making a considerable contribution to utilisation of the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre. On the twelve days during which these events were held, representatives from roughly 3000 exhibiting companies, as well as approximately 80,000 visitors came to Stuttgart – a significant push for the local economy, service providers, hotels and restaurants. In the meantime, the trade fair concepts for Motek and Control have also been adopted in France, Italy, Austria, Sweden, China and India. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
