24th CONTROL – More International Than Ever

Brazil is on an upswing, Japan is on its way and China is well established – more than 30 nations will present worldwide offerings covering products and solutions for streamlined quality assurance at CONTROL 2010.

In the globalised world of manufacturing, quality strategies take precedence over all cost and price strategies! This is especially true in economically difficult times, because there’s little demand for cheap products of poor quality at the moment, but quality products always find a buyer. As a logical consequence, manufacturing firms and above all industrial suppliers are well advised not to ease off on their QA efforts, and to invest in even more streamlined QA solutions. This applies to manufacturers in the industrialised nations, as well as in newly industrialised countries, for which reason global production necessitates an equally global QA strategy.

Global Production = Global QA Strategy

Manufacturers and suppliers of QA products and solutions from foreign countries near and far are plainly looking at things in the same way. Especially in light of the fact that in recent years far-away industrialised nations have developed QA offerings with whose help the “newcomers” (who frequently can only be classified as newcomers in Europe but play an important role at home) are now venturing out into the global markets to an ever greater extent. The CONTROL international trade fair for quality assurance is the globally established business platform for all manufacturers and suppliers, and it continues to expand its leading position relentlessly.

“Newcomers” Extend Worldwide QA Offerings

Gitta Schlaak, project manager of internationally leading QA trade fair CONTROL, has commented as follows in this respect: “At the last CONTROL we welcomed exhibitors and expert visitors from 24 countries all over the world, and internationalism continues to increase for the 24th CONTROL as well. New communal booths are currently being planned, amongst others for highly industrialised Brazil, whereas Japanese exhibitors are booking there own floor space individually and Chinese companies are significantly increasing their previous booth sizes at the moment. And thus the trend of larger companies venturing into new markets continues (whether they come from countries with advanced economies or less known industrialised nations), in contrast to which mid-sized and small companies are more apt to make the leap into far away markets together with other companies at a communal booth.”

Booking Status According to Plan, or ...

Checked and Found to be On Target

Gitta Schlaak is also reporting persistently lively booking activities on the part of last year’s exhibitors, as well as strong interest from new exhibitors, so that she, and thus private trade fair promoters P. E. Schall GmbH & Co., are quite confident that they’ll “be able to lead the 24th CONTROL to a successful conclusion as well”. The 24th CONTROL will take place once again at the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre from the 4th through the 7th of May, 2010, and will play a special role in the “key economic year” of 2010. Due to the fact that many companies view 2010 (especially the first quarter of the year) as decisive for further economic development, CONTROL will take place at precisely the right time: Users will be able gather information about the latest QA solutions in advance and invest in an optimised fashion without delay, thus making sure that they’re well equipped for the expected upswing.

The Schall Group of Companies

The Schall group organises a total of 26 national and international exhibitions at its own, and at external venues both inside and outside of Germany. Six of these are public exhibitions, for example “Faszination Modellbau”. The other 20 events are technical trade fairs which cover important industry sectors. Motek (handling technology), Optatec (optical technologies) and Car & Sound (mobile electronics) are worldwide, leading technical trade fairs. Fakuma (plastics processing) and Blechexpo (sheet metal processing) are each considered the number two events in their respective industries, and Control (quality assurance) is considered number one around the globe. At the events which take place in Germany, 12 to 20% of the visitors come from foreign countries. Alone in Stuttgart, Schall’s Motek, Control and Blechexpo trade fairs occupied at total of more than 1,900,000 square feet of floor space in 2007 (this corresponds to 19 fully occupied pavilions) thus making a considerable contribution to utilisation of the Stuttgart Exhibition Centre. On the twelve days during which these events were held, representatives from roughly 3000 exhibiting companies, as well as approximately 80,000 visitors came to Stuttgart – a significant push for the local economy, service providers, hotels and restaurants. In the meantime, the trade fair concepts for Motek and Control have also been adopted in France, Italy, Austria, Sweden, China and India. Depending upon which events take place in each respective year, the Schall group generates an annual turnover of about €28 million with roughly 50 employees.
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
