The overall issue of vision systems is generally occupying more and more space, because quality assurance based on vision systems and image processing is more than ever being perceived by users as a key technology, and is now a basic cornerstone for QA automation.

As has also been the case in recent years, the TQU will once again present its coveted “Baden-Württemberg Competence Award” in 2012, and can hardly keep up with the submissions received thus far this year.
